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Babies learn about the world around them using 
their sense of touch, sight, and hearing. Infants 
also get to play with other babies. 
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Babies and their parents explore the world around 
them.  Through physical activities and discovering 
the value of play, parents share their ideas, re-
sources and their experiences as children grow.  
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This 6 week program teaches massage techniques 
and the importance of touch and interacting with 
your baby.  
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Parent and child attachment program.  You get a 
chance to learn rhymes, stories and songs that are 
literacy based and reinforce communication with 
your baby.

� Parents and children become more confident 
with math and math concepts. Designed for chil-
dren starting school. Six weeks registered pro-
gram.
